IMPORTANT POINTS

California law prohibits the use of signatures, names and addresses
gathered on initiative petitions for any purpose other than to qualify the
initiative measure for the ballot. This means that the petitions cannot be
used to create or add to mailing lists or similar lists for any purpose,
including fundraising or requests for support. Any such misuses
constitutes a crime under California law. Elections Code section 18650;
Bilofsky v. Deukmejian (1981) 124 Cal. App.3d 825, 177 Cal.Rptr. 621;
63 Ops.Cal Atty.Gen. 37 (1980).

Please refer to Elections Code sections 100, 101, 104, 9001, 9008,
9009, 9021, and 9022 for appropriate format and type consideration in
printing, typing and otherwise preparing your initiative petition for
circulation and signatures. Please send a copy of the petition after you
have it printed. This copy is not for our review or approval, but to
supplement our file.

Your attention is directed to the campaign disclosure requirements of the
Political Reform Act of 1974, Government Code section 81000 et seq.

When writing or calling state or county elections officials, provide the
official title of the initiative which was prepared by the Attorney General.

The Attorney General of California has prepared the following title and summary of the chief
purpose and points of the proposed measure:

RIGHT TO HEALTH. CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT. Amends the California
Constitution to declare that “the right to health is a fundamental human right” and that “equality
of rights under the law shall not be denied or abridged on account of health”. Grants the
Legislature the power to enforce these provisions by appropriate legislation. Summary of
estimate by Legislative Analyst and Dircctor of Finance of fiscal impact on state and local
government: This measure would have no direct fiscal effect on the state. However, the
measure could result in indeterminable state or local government costs depending on how it is

interpreted and applied by the courts. (Initiative 07-0054.)

INITIATIVE MEASURE TO BE SUMITTED DIRECTLY TO VOTERS

SECTION [: Title
This addition to the Constitution is the “Health is a right act.”

SECTION 2: Findings and Declarations. The people find and declare as follows:

(a) ARTICLE 1 of the California Constitution enumerates the rights available to resi-
dents, persons, and citizens. That article fails to enumerate as rights, the right to protection
of health and the right of access to health care.

SECTION 3: Purpose and Intent.

(a) The right to health is a fundamental social principle implemented by way of public
health policies, which include prevention, education, combating epidemics and endemic
disease, and the organization of treatment. Just as is true for environmental protection and
consumer protection, health protection includes a commitment to ensure a high level of
human health protection in the implementation of all California State policies and activi-
ties. In this context everyone must be recognised as having the right of access Lo preven-
tive health care and the right to benefit from medical treatment under the conditions
established by state laws and practices.

SECTION 4: Section 32 of Anticle | of the Constitution is added to read:

SEC. 32. (a) The right 1o health (s u fundamenidl hiuman right.

(b) Equality of rights under the law shall not be denied or abridged on account of
healih.

(¢) The Legislature shall have the power Lo enforce, by appropriate legislaiion, the pro-
visions of this section.

(d) This section shall not become effective until one calendar year following enactiment.
