As the end of the calendar year approaches, many of you may begin receiving 
invoices from the USPS to renew the Voter Registration Business Reply Mail 
(BRM) Annual Accounting Fee for $565.00 and the Annual BRM Permit fee for 
$180.00. In order to pay these fees in a timely manner, I am requesting that you 
forward the invoices to my attention via mail, fax, or email. I will process the 
invoices and return a check for you to submit to the USPS. 

Please note that the BRM Permit in the amount of $180.00 is a one-time fee paid 
by the Secretary of State's Office. The permit is valid for all counties to use on 
behalf of the Secretary of State's Office. I will forward a copy of the receipt to 
your ofice with the check for the accounting fee. Please present the copy to 
your local post office as proof of payment for the permit. Also, keep in mind for 
counties that do not have a yearly mail volume of 883 pieces of voter registration 
cards, it's not cost effective to pay the $565.00 annual accounting fee to your 
local post office.
