 The MyVote Election Information website button that links to the Secretary
of State’s “Voting In California” page, where the user can register to vote,
fill out a vote-by-mail ballot application, find ballot information and look up
answers to frequently asked questions about elections.

 The Register to Vote website button that links to the Secretary of State’s
voter registration page.
