	Details

	System Requirements:
	S1.2 VoteCal must provide the ability to update the voter registration data for voters within their county (except to move a matched voter from another county into the county).

S2.1, S2.2, S2.8, S2.10, S2.13, S2.15, S2.16, S2.33, S2.34 (Omitted for brevity – these are primarily data entry fields) 
S4.2 VoteCal must provide the ability for authorized users to search VoteCal for potentially matching records in VoteCal by providing the voter's name, DOB and, if provided, the DL/ID and/or SSN4.  Prior to matching, VoteCal must attempt to obtain a verified ID for the voter through the IDV process.
S4.9 VoteCal must allow authorized county users the ability to enter and refuse registration to a voter who has not signed the voter registration affidavit in accordance with EC §2150.  VoteCal must note in the voter's record the basis for refusal of registration. 

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to confirm whether a voter registration affidavit represents a new California voter, or  a re-registration, change, or transfer of an existing voter record.

	Actors:
	County User through Local EMS Software (EMS)

	Trigger:
	User initiates the use case whenever he/she receives an affidavit or application to register to vote.

	System:
	EMS Integration Web Service (EWS), VoteCal Application 

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions exist.
· User has already followed local procedures prior to the data entry phase of voter registration prescribed by the Integrated EMS Vendor.  Depending on Integrated EMS architecture, these steps may include:

· Scanning and sorting of a paper voter affidavit or voter registration form.
· Application of OCR technology to expedite data entry.

	Post conditions:
	· A Local Voter Record storing basic standardized identifying information for the new voter must be created in the EMS database. 

	Normal Flow:
	1. User begins data entry of identifying voter information (Voter’s First Name, Last Name, DOB, and DL/ID and/or SSN4) into voter record, per EMS vendor design.
2. A local database search is conducted to determine whether this voter is known to the county or a new registration (to the county).

2.1. If the voter is known to the county, this is considered a Local Update Voter. Additional data fields may be pre-populated in the EMS with data from the prior registration.

2.2. If the voter is not known to the county, it is considered a New to County Voter.

3. EMS will call the VoteCal API Statewide Search function to VoteCal (proceed to UC01.21.01 – Run Pre-Registration Check) 

4. EMS waits for VoteCal API Statewide Search function to respond.

4.1. At EMS vendor design discretion, the user may be permitted to do data entry (proceed to UC01.03.01 – Record Voter Registration Information through EMS) or other work while waiting for the response but must be prevented from committing the new affidavit as a registered voter. Some form of Work-in-progress record may be created instead.

	Frequency of Use:
	Continuous. Expected to occur more frequently during the registration period leading up to an election. According to T4.2, system must handle up to 100 registrations per second (200 transactions per second, registration involves 2 transactions)

	Business Rules:
	· Separate matching criteria must be configured for the statewide search as part of the voter registration process.  This criteria must ensure that any voter records with UIDs that would be the same as the new registrant would be included in the search results.

· Legal requirements to register to vote (From S4.10)

1. Valid date of birth (EC §2150)

2. An SOS administrator configurable minimum age at time of registration;

3. Permanent residence or domicile within California (EC §2101); and

4. US Citizenship (EC §2101).

· Rules for Establishing Effective Registration Date (Response provided the CACEO Business process Committee – 3/24/10)
· Cancelled records will  only be recorded moving forward. Records cancelled before the implementation of VoteCal will not be included in the statewide search.
