	Attribute
	Details

	System Requirements:
	S2.27 VoteCal must retain historical registration data (e.g., residence address, registration status, partisan affiliation, home precinct and district assignment, etc.) such that processes and reports that are generated with an "as of" date correctly reflect the data applicable on the "as of" date.

S21.1 VoteCal must require and store each voter's current and historic home precinct assignment.  Precinct data storage must, at a minimum, conform to the current Calvoter data standards for Precinct & Precinct Part (refer to Bidder's Library for standards)

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to enable the County User or the local EMS software to assign a precinct to the voter record, based on the residence address. 

	Actors:
	County User, Local EMS Software (EMS)

	Trigger:
	A residence address has been added or updated in a voter record. This may be triggered from:

· A new voter registration is being entered through the EMS

· An address is being changed or corrected on an existing voter record in the EMS

· An online voter registration was received, resulting in a new voter record or an updated voter record for the EMS to process

· A voter registration was received through DMV registration, resulting in a new voter record or an updated voter record for the EMS to process

· An NCOA record resulted in an in-county change of address to a voter record for the EMS to process

· A DMV record resulted in an in-county change of address to a voter record for the EMS to process

Data entry is assumed to be complete at the time precincting is initiated.

	System:
	Local EMS Software (EMS) 

	Preconditions:
	· A local voter record contains a new or changed residence address.

· All global preconditions apply. 

	Post conditions:
	· The residence address may be further updated through standardization or correction.

· If the voter record is assigned a precinct, the voter record is ready to be submitted to the State Update Record. Proceed to UC01.24.01 – State Update Record
· If the voter record is not assigned a precinct, no changes are made. Proceed to UC01.23.01 – Process Unprecinctable Work Items through EMS. 

· All global post conditions apply. 

	Normal Flow:
	1. EMS recognizes a new or changed residence address in a voter record.

2. EMS matches the new or changed residence address to a precinct, per EMS vendor design.

2.1.  Per EMS vendor design, this may include standardizing an address component in the voter record (e.g. “Avenue” to “AVE”, “Beverly Hills” to “Los Angeles”).

2.2.  Per EMS vendor design, this may include correcting the spelling of an address component in the voter record.

3. 
The precinct assignment is added to the voter record. Any previous precinct assignments should be retained as historical precinct assignments. 

4. If there was previously an open “Precinct Needs to Be Assigned” work item, the EMS closes the work item. 

5. Proceed to UC01.24.01 – State Update Record 

5.1. The State Update Record will contain the residence address with any standardizations or corrections that were applied in step 2.

	Alternative Flows:
	2(a). EMS is unable to match the new or changed residence address to a precinct. EMS flags the voter record for County User review via a “Precinct Needs to be Assigned” flag.

2(a).1 County User verifies and updates (if applicable) the data entry for the residence address, by reviewing the applicable affidavit or match record, or by contacting the voter.

2(a)1.1 If the address has changed,  restart the use case at step 1.

2(a)1.2 If the County User verifies the address is correct as entered, proceed to 2(a).2.

2(a).2 County User verifies and updates (if applicable) precinct data for that geographical area, per EMS vendor design.

2(a)2.1 If precinct data is updated, restart the use case at step 1.

2(a)2.2 If the County User is not able to update precinct data, and all other county procedures are exhausted, proceed to UC01.23.01 – Process Unprecinctable Work Items through EMS.

	Frequency of Use:
	Continuous.  Always occurs as part of the voter registration or voter record change process. Expected to occur more frequently during the registration period leading up to an election.  According to T4.2, system must handle up to 100 registrations per second (200 transactions per second, registration involves 2 transactions)
