	System Requirements:
	S14.1 VoteCal must provide the ability to compare and match voter registration addresses against the USPS National Change of Address (NCOA) data, identifying registrants who have changed their mailing address.  (NOTE:  SOS will be responsible for obtaining all required USPS permits, or identifying a third-party service.)

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to prepare an export file to send to the NCOA-CASS service so that the addresses stored in VoteCal can be verified to conform to CASS standards and NCOA records can be obtained and matched to registered voters in the VoteCal system.

	Actors:
	SOS User

	Trigger:
	As part of business processes, addresses stored in VoteCal will be sent to the NCOA-CASS service periodically to verify that they are still in compliance with CASS standard.  It is also necessary to compare the voter records in VoteCal with the NCOA service periodically to ensure that any changes to voter addresses are captured so that VoteCal may accurately reflect the registration status of voters with respect to their jurisdictions at a given point in time.

	System:
	 VoteCal Job Processing Service (JS)

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· A file is created in the format specified by the NCOA-CASS service that can be sent to the service in order to capture address changes of voters and standardize the addresses stored in the system.
· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Job Management area of the application.

2. System presents UI999.XX Job Management Screen.  This screen displays a list of job types that can be scheduled.

3. User elects to work with the Create NCOA-CASS Export Job.

4. System presents UI999.XX Job Detail Screen.  This screen displays a list of instances that the job has been scheduled to run and the status of each instance.  Each column of the list is sortable.

5. User selects to schedule a new job.

6. System presents UI999.XX Job Scheduler Screen.  This screen captures the parameters for this job and allows the user to configure the schedule.  Default values are used to populate the fields when they’re available.  The parameters for the Create NCOA-CASS Export job are as follows:

6.1. Send Notice of Completion To:  This is the email address of the person at the vendor that must be notified when a file has been uploaded to the predetermined location.
6.2. Body Text for Notice of Completion:  This is the text for the body of the email sent to the vendor when the file is uploaded.

6.3. County:  The county for which the file should be created.

6.4. Schedule Details:  The time and date at which the job should run.

7. User configures the parameters and schedules and saves the job.

7.1. The system will check other scheduled jobs of this type and will estimate the number of records to be sent by each job.  If the number of total records to be sent on any given day would exceed 3 million, the system will prevent scheduling on that day.  A job of this type will also be prevented from being scheduled prior to another already scheduled job of this type.
7.2. As no more than 3 million records are allowed to be transferred on a given day, the system schedules sub-jobs based on the estimated number of records to be transferred for the jurisdiction.  One sub-job is scheduled for each day necessary to transfer all records.  This sub-job will handle the uploading of the subsequent files so that no more than 3 million total records are uploaded per day.  Each day required to complete this job will be blocked off so that another instance of this job cannot be scheduled until the completion of this job

8. System executes the job at the schedule time.  The following steps are performed:

8.1. The data necessary for the export file is extracted from the VoteCal database for the specified county.  This includes a field that can be used to uniquely identify the specific voter and address; this field will be returned in the import file for matching purposes.
8.2. The extracted data is saved to a file formatted as required by the vendor.  

8.2.1. No more than 2 million records are added to a file.  

8.2.2. If there are more than 2 million records for the particular county, multiple files are created.  Some files created will be partial files (at most 1 million records) in order to take advantage of the maximum of 3 million records per day.
8.3. The initial file set (1 full file and possibly 1 partial file) is uploaded to the location specified by the vendor.

8.4. An email is sent to the recipient specified with the content specified.  This email is also sent to the user that scheduled the job so that they are aware that the job ran as planned.
