Use Case: UC03.55.01 / Create CASS Export
	Attribute
	Details

	System Requirements:
	S4.15 VoteCal must provide a function to determine the United States Postal Service (USPS) Coding Accuracy Support System (CASS) standardized address for a registrant’s effective mailing address.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to prepare an export file to send to the CASS service so that VoteCal can ensure that it has a CASS compliant address for each voter.  (See UC03.56.01 for the processing of the CASS results file)

	Actors:
	SOS User

	Trigger:
	As part of business processes, addresses stored in VoteCal will be sent to the CASS service periodically to ensure that they are in compliance with CASS standards.  

	System:
	 VoteCal Job Processing Service (JS)

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· A file containing addresses to be CASS-standardized is created in the format specified by the CASS vendor and is sent to the CASS service.
· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Job Management area of the application.

2. System presents UI999.XX Job Management Screen.  This screen displays a list of job types that can be scheduled.

3. User elects to work with the Create CASS Export Job.

4. System presents UI999.XX Job Detail Screen.  This screen displays a list of instances that the job has been scheduled to run and the status of each instance.  Each column of the list is sortable.

5. User selects to schedule a new job.

6. System presents UI999.XX Job Scheduler Screen.  This screen captures the parameters for this job and allows the user to configure the schedule.  Default values are used to populate the fields when they’re available.  The parameters for the Create CASS Export job are as follows:

6.1. Priority Records:  The type of records to prioritize for CASS standardization.  The default is that all record types are selected.  The record types include: 

a) New and updated voter registrations processed through the county EMS’s 
b) Online voter registrations through the VoteCal Public Website 

c) DMV COA records
6.2. Schedule Details:  The time and date at which the job should run. The default will be once a day.

7. User configures the parameters and schedules and saves the job.

7.1. The system will check other scheduled jobs of this type and will estimate the number of records to be sent by each job.  If the number of total records to be sent on any given day would exceed the CASS vendor’s specified daily limit, the system will prevent scheduling on that day.  A job of this type will also be prevented from being scheduled prior to another already scheduled job of this type.
7.2. As no more than the vendor’s specified daily limit for number of records are allowed to be transferred on a given day, the system schedules sub-jobs based on the estimated number of records to be transferred. 
 One sub-job is scheduled for each day necessary to transfer all records.  This sub-job will handle the uploading of the subsequent files so that no more than the daily limit of records is uploaded per day.  Each day required to complete this job will be blocked off so that another instance of this job cannot be scheduled until the completion of this job.

8. System executes the job at the schedule time.  The following steps are performed:
8.1. The data necessary for the export file is extracted from the VoteCal database.  This includes a field that can be used to uniquely identify the specific voter and the fields for the Effective Mailing Address. 
8.2. The export file will be constructed by giving priority to the types of records selected by the user when the job was scheduled.  Records are included based on whether their update time falls between the last time the CASS export job was run for that record type, and the current time.  This prevents the unnecessary double-processing of records.
8.3. The extracted data is saved to a file formatted as required by the vendor.  

8.3.1. If the CASS vendor has a limit for the number of records per file, then the export file will not exceed that limit.  

8.3.2. If there are more records to process than the vendor’s file record limit, multiple files are created.  This takes advantage of the vendor’s maximum number of records per day, if that is larger than the file record limit.
8.4. The initial file set (containing at least one file) is uploaded to the location specified by the vendor.

8.5. The CASS vendor’s system detects the presence of the new export file(s).  The vendor’s system performs the necessary processing to determine the CASS-standardized addresses for the records in the export file(s).

	· Sub-Job Executes:  For each sub-job that is scheduled by the system to upload extra data files, steps 8.4 and 8.5 are repeated for the subsequent file set.

	The “Effective Mailing Address” is the Mailing Address if specified on the voter record, or the Residence Address if the Mailing Address is blank.
