	System Requirements:
	
S18.1 VoteCal must maintain historic voting participation for all voters, regardless of the number of elections in which voters might have participated The history captured and maintained for each voting event must include:

· State defined code for the election;

· Election date;

· How voted (vote-by-mail, early, polling place, or provisional); and

· Partisan ballot voted (for primary elections).

S18.2 VoteCal must automatically clear the indicator in a voter’s record requiring the voter to provide ID the first time the voter votes in a federal election based on voting participation history received from a county indicating that the voter has voted in a federal election.

S18.3 VoteCal must provide the ability to import and apply voter participation history from independent county EMSs after each election, recording each voter that voted in the election and the method of participation (early, vote-by-mail or in-person).

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to enable the VoteCal batch data exchange service to extract Voter Participation Data from the local EMS and send it to VoteCal, where it is processed.  

	Actors:
	VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Service (DES)


	Trigger:
	On regular nightly or other schedule as defined by an SOS Administrator.

	System:
	VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Interface (DEI)

	Preconditions:
	· An SOS User has scheduled an Election Participation Batch job for the applicable jurisdiction (see UC05.20.01 Schedule a Job).

· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· Voter records in VoteCal are appended with appropriate Election Participation records.

· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 3.1

2. DES uses specific selection criteria to extract data from Election Participation View provided by the EMS Vendor:

2.1. DES selects all new 
voter participation records 
with election date greater than the date provided by the scheduling logic.  VoteCal business logic manages this date to ensure that historical data is not needlessly being sent.
2.2. DES also selects all voter participation records which have been updated since the last time the data was extracted. All updates to the history should be synchronized. 

2.3. DES selects
 all voter participation records for which the voter is eligible for an election
. 
2.4. DES selects all fields in the Election Participation View. At a minimum, this includes: Jurisdiction_ID, Local_Election_ID, State Election Code, Election Date, Local_Voter_ID, State_Voter_ID, Voting_Method (VBM, Early, Polls, Provisional), Party (for Primary elections), Counted (Yes/No/Partial), Provisional_Rejection_Reason, Eligible but Did Not Vote (Yes/No)

3. Continue to follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 5.3

4. DEI Takes specific action for each voter participation record:

4.1. DEI creates an Election Participation record for each accepted record in the batch file, stores the translated/transformed field values, and associates it with the appropriate voter record
. 

4.2. If the associated voter record is marked with the First Time Federal Voter flag (aka ‘Show ID’ flag), that flag is cleared if the voter participated in a Federal election.

5. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange to its end.

	Voters with a status of “eligible but did not vote” will still have an election participation record added in VoteCal, indicating only this status.

[BMc] I’m not sure I can see the EMS as an actor since it doesn’t appear to actively initiate any action.  Perhaps it should be listed as a system since the DES interacts with the EMS to retrieve data.


�Paula: It appears that step 2 works in conjunction with 3.1 not after.


�Why just new records – why not updates?


�How do you determine which voter participation records are new?  Does this then depend on the EMS to tell you which records are new or updated?  What happens if the EMS breaks?


�Art: Minor…”also” before  “selects”??


�This doesn’t make sense to me.  Do you mean ‘for the voter associated with an election after the selection date’?


�Paula: Continue with 3.2 through 5.2


�Paula: This step replaces 5.3 of UC04.18.01.


�Art: Add a sentence: “This includes voters who were eligible but did not vote.”


�What happens if the batch record is an update of a previousle captured record?


�Paula: This step continues with 5.4 of UC04.18.01


�Step 2.1 above does not indicate a date range for DES selection of records.Also, I’m trying to imagine why we would default to 90 days in the future – particularly since ballots aren’t sent out until E-29.  Since we are capturing VBM ballots transactionally, I’m not sure why we would ever capture other voter participation history prior to an election, or how it would be available.


�Art: Isn’t this a business rule?





 If it really is an assumption, why don’t we check it out with Bruce/Cathy and then make any appropriate changes so that it doesn’t remain an assumption?
