	System Requirements:
	
S20.1 For voters who vote a provisional ballot in an election, VoteCal must be capable of capturing, storing and reporting whether or not the provisional ballot was counted and, if not, the reason it was not counted. 

S20.3 VoteCal must provide the ability to import and apply the status of each provisional ballot cast in an election, including the reason for rejection of each provisional ballot not counted.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to enable the VoteCal batch data exchange service to extract Provisional Ballot Data from the local EMS and send it to VoteCal, where it is processed.  

	Actors:
	VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Service (DES)


	Trigger:
	On regular nightly or other schedule as defined by an SOS Administrator.

	System:
	VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Interface (DEI)

	Preconditions:
	· An SOS User has scheduled a Provisional Voting Batch job for the applicable jurisdiction. (see UC05.20.01 Schedule a Job).
· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· Voter records in VoteCal are appended with appropriate Provisional Voting History records.

· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 3.1

2. DES uses specific selection criteria to extract data from Provisional Ballot View provided by the EMS Vendor:

2.1. DES selects all Provisional Ballot records with election date greater than the date provided by the scheduling logic.  VoteCal business logic manages this date to ensure that historical data is not needlessly being sent.
2.2. DES selects all fields in the Provisional Ballot View. At a minimum, this includes: Jurisdiction_ID, Local_Election_ID, State Election Code, Election Date, Provisional Voter ID
, 
Counted (Yes/No/Partial), Provisional_Rejection_Reason

3. Continue to follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 5.3

4. DEI Takes specific action for each Provisional Ballot record:

4.1. DEI creates a Provisional Ballot record for each accepted record in the batch file and stores the translated/transformed field values

5. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange to its end.
