	System Requirements:

	
S29.4 The VoteCal public website must allow a person to determine the assigned polling place for a residence address in a county supported by the VoteCal EMS.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to enable the VoteCal batch data exchange service to extract a jurisdiction’s designated polling places and voting precinct assignments for an upcoming election from the local EMS and send it to VoteCal where it is processed.

	Actors:
	VoteCal Batch Data Exchange Service (DES)


	Trigger:
	A local jurisdiction has determined its polling places and voting precincts for an upcoming an election.


	System:
	VoteCal Batch Data Exchange Interface (DEI)

	Preconditions:
	· A County Administrator has initiated the first batch for a particular election.
· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· The jurisdiction’s precincts are assigned to a polling place for an election.

· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 3.1

2. DES Uses specific Selection Criteria to extract data from Election Polling Place Batch Database View provided by the EMS Vendor:

2.1. DES selects all Election Polling Place records with an exact election date and other election-specific information provided by the scheduling logic.  This process should exclude test election data. VoteCal business logic manages
 this information to ensure that a complete snapshot of the polling place and voting precinct assignments are extracted on every transfer. 
2.2. Data includes mappings of home precinct to voting precinct as well as VBM descriptive text (county-customizable).  Polling place information is included for voting precincts where applicable.
3. Continue to follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange through Step 5.3

4. DEI Takes specific action for each voter participation record:

4.1. DEI creates an Election Polling Place record for each accepted record in the batch file, stores the translated/transformed field values.

4.2. An outright replacement is performed for all records in the selected election to ensure a coherent snapshot.
4.3. There should be some type of indicator set for an SOS user to later identify whether a batch process has been initiated for an election.

5. Follow UC04.18.01 Process Batch Data Exchange to its end.
