	Details

	System Requirements:
	S8.1 VoteCal must provide the ability to compare a list of unique voter registration UIDs and associated voter registration status from an independent county with the data in VoteCal and identify differences.

S8.2 VoteCal must provide the ability for an independent county to generate an electronic list of voter registration records for that county in the VoteCal database for comparison and synchronization with voter registration records in the county EMS.  


	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to determine if the voter registration data in a county EMS is synchronized with the corresponding data in VoteCal.  

	Actors:
	County User, SOS User

	Trigger:
	There is a need to determine if there are differences in voter registration data between a county EMS and VoteCal.  For example, prior to generating a roster, a county will need to verify that the EMS data is in sync with VoteCal.


	System:
	VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Interface (DEI)

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· A Voter Comparison File is created containing differences in voter registration data between a county EMS and VoteCal.
· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses
 the Job Management area of the application.

2. System presents UI999.XX Job Management Screen.  This screen displays a list of job types that can be scheduled.

3. User elects to work with the Compare County and VoteCal Voter Data Job. 
4. System presents UI999.XX Job Detail Screen.  This screen displays a list of instances that the job has been scheduled to run and the status of each instance.  Each column of the list is sortable.

5. User selects to schedule a new job.  [ See UC05.20.01 Schedule a Job ]  
6. System presents UI999.XX Job Scheduler Screen.  This screen captures the parameters for this job and allows the user to configure the schedule.  Default values are used to populate the fields when they’re available.  The parameters for the job are as follows (* required):

6.1. County*:  The county to compare voter registration.  Note that if the process was initiated by a County User, then County is pre-populated with the user’s county and is read-only.

6.2. Fields to Compare: The list of fields to compare between the county EMS data and VoteCal data.  The data elements that can be compared are:

· UID* – always needs to be selected
· Status* – always needs to be selected

· Local Voter ID

· Name (First, Middle, Last)

· Address 
· County

· DL/ID

· SSN4

· Political Party

· Registration Date

6.3. Output Format: The format of the output file.  The options are Excel, PDF, and Extract (text file).
6.4. Show Differences Only: Specifies that only differences will be shown in the output file.  Selected by default.  If not selected, the output file will contain all voter records for the specified county, and an additional column indicating whether or not the voter record is in sync.
6.5. Schedule Details: The time and date when the job should run. 

7. User configures the parameters, then schedules and saves the job.

8. The VoteCal Job Processing Service (JS) executes the job at the schedule time.  The following steps are performed:

8.1. JS notifies the VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Service (DES) to extract data from the Voter View on the local EMS Database.  DES uses the extracted data to create the County Voter file.  DES then uploads the batch file to the VoteCal EMS Batch Data Exchange Interface (DEI) over a secure protocol.

8.2. JS creates the VoteCal Voter file by querying the VoteCal Voter table, filtering records by the specified County.

8.3. JS compares the data in the County Voter file and VoteCal Voter file.  The data elements specified for the job are compared for each voter record to determine if there are differences in the data. If the ‘Show Differences Only’ option was selected, only records with differences are logged; otherwise, all records are logged, and a flag for each record will indicate whether or not there are differences between the County EMS data and VoteCal data.
8.4. JS creates a Voter Comparison File in the specified format from the results of the comparison process.
8.5. JS marks the job as completed and appends information to the job for the download location of the file.
9. User checks job status to find that it has completed.  [ See UC05.21.01 Check Job Status ]  User opens the job detail screen to find a link to download the Voter Comparison File.  User downloads the file and takes appropriate action if differences are found.

�This requirement was to ensure functionality for SOS staff to verify county data is in sync with SOS.  Req S8.2, below, was written to give counties the capability to verify that VC contains the data they believe it should.  I would expect the first to be satisfied with user functionality for SOS staff within the VC application, where as the second would be supported via an API interface with VC.


�This UC does not appear to satisfy this requirement, which is for VoteCal, on demand by a county user, to create an extract of the data in VoteCal for that county which can electronically be compared within the EMS (to provide counties assurance that we are accurate.)  I would expect that to be supported from an API for users to launch in their EMS.


�Art: On whose part, the county user or the SOS user, or both?


�Art: Which User….SOS or County? 


If county, then shouldn’ they be accessing  this through the web interface? 


If so, then the web interface should be a system.





I wonder if the county user is not really an actor, but rather the EMS itself.  


We need to clarification and possibly modifications to ensure consistency.


�At a minimum this should contain all data relevant to determination of a voter’s eligibility, including: date of birth; home precinct; status of ID verification; HAVA ID flag for first time voters.  I’m not sure we need the capability to select individual fields.  Perhaps it would be more appropriate to have a quick check of key data and an alternate ‘full check’


�Paula: Step 1 through 7 and step 9 appear to be executed using the VoteCal Application not the DES as specified in the system section.
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
