	System Requirements:
	S8.2 VoteCal must provide the ability for an independent county to generate an electronic list of voter registration records for that county in the VoteCal database for comparison and synchronization with voter registration records in the county EMS.  

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to allow a county to determine if the voter registration data in VoteCal is synchronized with the corresponding data in the county EMS.

	Actors:
	County User

	Trigger:
	County wants to identify the differences in voter registration data, if any, between a county EMS and VoteCal.  For example, prior to generating a roster, a county will need to verify that the EMS data is in sync with VoteCal.

	System:
	VoteCal Application

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· A Voter Data Comparison Extract is created containing voter registration data from VoteCal for a specified county.
· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Job Management area of the application.

2. System presents UI999.XX Job Management Screen.  This screen displays a list of job types that can be scheduled.

3. User elects to work with the Generate Voter Data Comparison Extract Job. 
4. System presents UI999.XX Job Detail Screen.  This screen displays a list of instances that the job has been scheduled to run and the status of each instance.  Each column of the list is sortable.

5. User selects to schedule a new job.  [ See UC05.20.01 Schedule a Job ]  
6. System presents UI999.XX Job Scheduler Screen.  This screen captures the parameters for this job and allows the user to configure the schedule.  Default values are used to populate the fields when they’re available.  The parameters for the job are as follows (* required):

6.1. Schedule Details*: The time and date when the job should run. 

7. User configures the parameters, then schedules and saves the job.

8. The VoteCal Job Processing Service (JS) executes the job at the scheduled time.  The following steps are performed:

8.1. JS creates the Voter Data Comparision Extract by querying the VoteCal Voter table, filtering records by the county of the user that scheduled the job.  
8.2. JS marks the job as completed and appends information to the job for the download location of the file.
9. User checks job status to find that it has completed.  [ See UC05.21.01 Check Job Status ]  
10. User opens the job detail screen to find a link to download the Voter Data Comparison Extract.  
11. User imports the Voter Data Comparison Extract into the EMS and performs the appropriate actions to initiate the comparison of the extracted voter data from VoteCal against the corresponding voter data in the local EMS database, per EMS vendor design.
