	System Requirements:
	S.02.28 VoteCal must capture, store and manage data for confidential voters under statutes of the California Election Code (EC) §2166 for "Court ordered" confidential voters, EC §2166.5 for victims of domestic violence and stalking and EC §2166.7 for Public Safety Officers such that:

· All such voters are required to provide a mailing address;

· Such voters are automatically designated as permanent vote-by-mail voters;

· All restricted information (residence address, phone number and email address) about such voters are not displayed unless the user has appropriate and sufficient permissions; 

· By default, any restricted information about such voters is not automatically included in any reports, queries or data extracts, and can only be included in such reports or data extracts by special action of users with appropriate and sufficient permissions; 

· Elections officials that create lists, rosters and data extracts from VoteCal may optionally chose whether to exclude the voter, or to include the voter but print the mailing address or the word "confidential" for the residence address of such voters; and

· The counts of such voters may be included in or excluded from statistical abstracts such as the Report of Registration, based on user selection report options.

S2.30 VoteCal must capture and store the date of application for confidential status under EC §2166.7 (public safety officer) and provide the capability to automatically remove this status at the conclusion of the two-year period plus a user-defined grace period if not renewed.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to allow a user to schedule a job to clear the confidential status flag on voter records for which the confidential status has expired.

	Actors:
	SOS User

	Trigger:
	User initiates this use case in accordance with organizational policy and process
.  

	System:
	VoteCal Application

	Preconditions:
	· SOS Administrator has configured a grace period for renewal of confidential status for Public Safety Officers.
· One or more counties has a configured preference to have SOS administer this process on their behalf.
· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· All Voter records will have their Confidential Status Flag cleared if they match the following criteria:
· The Confidential Status Flag is set with Reason of “Public Safety Officer”
· The Confidential Status Effective Start Date, plus 2 years, plus a grace period 
defined in configuration settings is earlier than the date that the Job is executed
· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User schedules a job of type “Expired Confidential Voter Status Sweep”. [ See UC05.20.01 Schedule a Job ]
2. User can check on the status of the Job by going to the UI05.xxx Job Status screen. [ See UC05.21.01 Check Job Status ]
3. The Job gets executed by the VoteCal Job Processing Service at the specified time and recurrence schedule:

3.1. System goes through each Voter record flagged as Confidential with Reason of Public Safety Officer (based on EC §2166.7), and checks to see if the Confidential Status has expired, i.e., the Confidential Status Effective Date is 2 years plus the configured grace period earlier than the date the Job is run. 

3.2. The affected Voter records and their subordinate records will be versioned (e.g., a new Voter Version record will be created with the contents of Voter). 

3.3. The affected Voter record will have their Confidential Flag cleared. 
3.4. System adds a notice of change in voter status to the EMS message queue of the Voter’s county.
3.4.1. Upon EMS Vendor design, additional steps may be necessary to unencrypt the data at the local level.
3.5. The contents of the encrypted Confidential Voter record corresponding to the Voter will be decrypted, and then copied onto the Voter record. This is done for every affected Voter record.
3.6. A Voter Activity item for “Expired Confidentiality Removed” for each affected Voter record.
3.7. System sets the status of the Job to “Completed”. 
4. User can check the UI05.xxx Job Status screen to see that the Job has “Completed”. [ See UC05.21.01 Check Job Status ]

	SOS initial policy recommendation is that the confidential flag will be removed from the voter record and the data unencrypted. Some counties present at Discovery disagreed, and prefer that the record be cancelled without unencrypting the data in the Voter table. This is currently under review by the CACEO Business Process Committee. The use case has been written using the guidance from the initial SOS policy recommendation.
