19. System validates that no business rules are violated, and then stores the data along with information about when the change was made and who made the change.

19.1. The selected Standard Code Record will be updated for the specified Standard Code Table.

20. System presents message confirming success, and then refreshes the list of Standard Codes.

21. If user needs to modify another Standard Code Record, go back to Step 7.

22. If user needs to modify a code in another Standard Code Table, go back to Step 1.

23. The use case ends when no additional changes need to be made.

	· A Standard Code Table refers to any table used for standard codes in the system, such as Place of Birth, Language Preference, Accessibility/Assistance, etc. A Standard Code Record is a record in one of these tables, and consists primarily of the code and the description fields.

· The Code field of a Standard Code Record is required.

· The Description field of a Standard Code Record is required.

· Once a Standard Code Record is created, its Code field cannot be modified.

· A Standard Code Record that is flagged as “Inactive” will not be displayed in VoteCal screens. If a code was made inactive incorrectly, SOS Users may still navigate to this use case and change the code’s status to “Active”. 

· We do not allow a standard code to be “physically” deleted. By marking a standard code as “Inactive”, we “logically” delete it. The record is retained in the database, but the code cannot be used. Changing an inactive standard code to active effectively “un-deletes” it.
· Codes must be unique. 
· Per SOS, the Registration Method codes are partially NVRA-driven
