	System Requirements:
	S23.1 VoteCal must allow SOS administrators to define political parties. For each such party, the system must track and report the following information: 

· SOS assigned party code (refer to the Bidder’s Library for codes for currently recognized parties); 

· Whether or not the party is Qualified, Attempting to Qualify, or Non-Qualified; 

· Date of all changes in party status (Qualified/Non-Qualified/Attempting to Qualify; 

· Reason for such changes (if applicable); and 

· Current state party contact information. 

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to modify a political party record. The status can be modified to indicate whether it is qualified, attempting to qualify, or is non-qualified. The system tracks the reason for the changes and keeps the history of the changes. 


	Actors:
	SOS User

	Trigger:
	User initiates the use case when there is a need to modify an existing Political Party record in the system, such as when there is updated information. This use case is also initiated when there is a change to a political party’s status, for example:

· A Non-Qualified Political Party becomes Qualified because it has reached a certain percentage of registered voters statewide (E.C. §5100)
· A Qualified Political Party becomes Non-Qualified due to a drop in registration or failure of any party candidate to receive sufficient votes in a gubernatorial general election (E.C. §5100 - 5101)
· A Non-Qualified Political Party becomes Attempting to Qualify because the party has submitted a request to the Secretary of State (E.C. §5100 - 5101).

· A political party Attempting to Qualify becomes Non-Qualified because it failed to reach the required number of registered voters (E.C. §5100 - 5101).

	System:
	VoteCal Application

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· The selected Political Party record is updated. A Political Party History record is created to capture change. If the status changed, then the new status and reason are recorded.

· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Political Party Management section of the system.

2. System presents the UI05.xxx Political Party Management screen.

2.1. System queries all Political Parties and presents them to the user. 

3. User selects the Political Party to modify. 
4. User selects the “Edit” command for the Political Party to modify

5. System presents UI05.xxx Edit Political Party screen.

5.1. System queries the list of current Contacts associated with the selected Political Party and presents them to the user. 

6. User updates the information for the Political Party, including 
(* required):

· Political Party Name*

· Address, City, State, Zip Code*
· Website

· Email
· Phone Number

· Fax Number 
· Comments – some text describing the change

· Contact – User selects the “Add Contact” command to add a new contact, or “Edit Contact” to edit an existing contact. This can be done as many times as needed. [ See UC05.22.01 Add/Edit Political Party Contact ]   

· Party Code – The assigned SOS party code from Political Party Standard Codes. A new party code can be added to replace an existing one. [ See UC05.05.01 Configure Standard Codes ]

7. If the Status of the Political Party has changed:

7.1. User modifies Status to one of the following:

· Qualified
· Attempting to Qualify
· Non-Qualified 

7.2. User must enter the Status Change reason and the Effective Status Date.
7.3. User enters the effective date of the change
8. User selects the “Save” command to update the Political Party.

9. System validates that no business rules are violated, then stores data.

9.1. System updates the Political Party record.

9.2. System creates Political Party History record indicating the status of the party, the current date, the user who updated the political party, and other audit information. If the status changed, the new status, the effective date of change and change reason will be recorded in the history record.

9.3. System presents message confirming success.
