5. User adds a custom field by selecting the “Add Field” command, or modifies an existing field by selecting the “Edit Field” command.  User enters the appropriate information for the Custom Field Name, Label Name, and Type.
6. User repeats Step 5 as necessary until all custom field changes are complete.

7. User saves changes.

8. System validates that no business rules are violated and applies the changes.

8.1. System updates the Custom Field Definitions table associated to the specified table with the user’s changes.  Each custom field corresponds to a row in the definitions table defining the field name, label name, and type.
