	System Requirements:
	T9.3 VoteCal must provide a mechanism for authorized SOS administrators to search, view and print VoteCal audit log data that can be filtered and sorted by:
· Date (or range of dates); 

· Jurisdiction (where applicable); 

· Data field changed; 

· Record that was changed; 

· Source of the change (to the actual user when known to the system); and 

· For changes from automated matching processes, the basis and confidence value of the match.

T9.2 VoteCal must capture and store for all changes of data, at the record and field level, the following information for audit and review: 

· Data that was changed; 

· Prior value of the data before the change; 

· Date and time of the change; 

· Source of the change (down to actual user, where known to the system); and 

· For changes from automated matching processes, the basis and confidence value of the match.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to allow a user to search, view and print VoteCal audit log data.

	Actors:
	SOS User

	Trigger:
	User needs to view or print audit log information.  This may be done in the course of activities such as investigating who made a certain update and why, or while calibrating confidence thresholds for automatic matching.


	System:
	 VoteCal Application

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Administration area of the application.

2. User selects the “View Audit Log” command.

3. System presents the UI05.xxx View Audit Log screen.

4. User enters search criteria for the audit log (* required):
· Date Range* (Start and End) – Default is today’s date.

· Jurisdiction 
· Data Field – The data field that was modified.

· Data Record – The ID (primary key) for the data record that changed.

· Source of Change – If available, the user who made the change; otherwise, some other identifier for the source of the change.

· Supplemental Information for Automated Matching – Applies only to changes resulting from the automated matching process.

a) Basis of Match –The basis for applying the match.

b) Confidence Value of Match – The confidence value when the match was applied.
5. User selects the “Search” command.

6. System queries the Audit Log table to retrieve the audit log records matching the specified criteria.

6.1. System presents the search results. The results can be sorted by selecting the column header of the column to sort by.
7. User can print the search results by selecting the “Print” command.

8. User can view a search result in greater detail by selecting the “View Details” command for a particular result.

8.1. System presents the UI05.xxx View Audit Log Detail screen.

8.2. System retrieves all the audit information for the selected Audit Log record and presents them in the screen.

8.3. User can print the audit detail information by selecting the “Print” command.
