	System Requirements:

	S3.6 VoteCal must provide visual warning to the user upon initiation of a registrant search, if that search is likely to take longer than 60 seconds to complete or if the search will return a result set larger than an SOS configurable value. If more than one person is found during the search, the system must display a list of records that met the search criteria and allowing the user to select a person from the list to display applicable detail.

S4.10 VoteCal must validate all new registration records (including re-registrations) to verify they meet legal requirements for voter registration, including: Valid date of birth (EC §2150) An SOS administrator configurable minimum age at time of registration; Permanent residence or domicile within California (EC §2101); and US Citizenship (EC §2101).

S25.3 VoteCal must be capable of “householding” the VIG mailing list files in all of the following manners:

· Only one mailing label is generated for all voters with identical last name, address and language preference;

· Only one mailing label is generated for all voters with identical address and language preference; and

· Only one mailing label is generated for all voters with identical language preference and mailing address and fewer than “X” voters share that exact address, where “X” is a parameter that can be configured by SOS administrators.

	1. User accesses the Administration section of the system and selects “Configure System Settings”.

2. System presents UI05.xxx Configure System Settings.  
3. The screen contains controls that allow the user to configure VoteCal system-wide settings.  Each setting will have the following fields:

· Parameter Name – An identifier for the setting.

· Parameter Description – A brief description of what the setting is used for.

· Parameter Value – The value assigned to the setting.

Examples of system settings are:

· SEARCH_RESULT_WARNING_COUNT: The number of records returned from a registrant search that triggers a warning

· MIN_REQUIRED_AGE_AT_REG: Minimum required age at time of registration

· HOUSEHOLDING_THRESHOLD: Number of voters sharing mailing address and language preference that triggers householding
4. User configures the desired settings.  User has the option of adding new 
settings, or modifying existing ones.

5. User saves changes.  
6. System validates that no business rules are violated and applies the changes.
