	System Requirements:
	No requirement calls for this use case specifically. However, it is understood that certain operations performed by counties will take a long time to complete, and that there should be a mechanism to handle them
. The use case describes the VoteCal Job Processing Service, as it pertains to county-only jobs. It is always invoked from other use cases.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to allow a County User to schedule a job through the VoteCal Job Processing Service. 

	Actors:
	County User


	Trigger:
	User initiates this use case when there is a need to schedule a long-running or recurring task for a county.

	System:
	VoteCal Application

	Preconditions:
	· All global preconditions apply.

	Post conditions:
	· A county-only Job will be scheduled. The Job will execute at the scheduled time. If it is a recurring job, it will execute at the specified frequency.

· All global post conditions apply.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Administration section of the application.
2. User goes to the “County Job Management” section.

3. System presents the UI05.xxx Job Management screen.

3.1. System queries the list of Jobs from the jobs database and presents them to the user.

4. User selects the “Schedule a New Job” command.

5. System presents the UI05.xxx Schedule a Job screen.

5.1. System retrieves the Job Types from the configured job definitions and presents them in the Job Type list. Only Job Types that are specifically flagged as being executable by counties are retrieved.
6. User enters information to schedule a job:

6.1. User selects the Job Type (e.g. “Process Precinct-District Mapping Batch”)
6.2. Scheduled Time – The time the job will run

6.3. Recurrence pattern – Radio group (Once, Daily, Weekly, Monthly). Depending on the option the user selects, certain fields become enabled.

a. Once: The job executes only once.

b. Daily: Every N days

c. Weekly: Every N weeks; also, checkboxes for each day of the week if the job is meant to run on certain days.

d. Monthly: Every Nth day of the month

7. User selects the “Submit Job” command to schedule.

8. System validates the entered information and creates the Job.

8.1. System validates the entered Job information.
8.2. System adds Job to the Job Queue. This is accomplished by adding a Job record to the jobs database, with the user’s county specified as a parameter. The county parameter indicates that the Job should only consider data specific to that county.
9. System presents message that the Job was scheduled successfully.

10. User can check on the status of the Job by going to the UI05.xxx Job Status screen. [See UC05.21.01 Check Job Status]

11. The VoteCal Job Processing Service will execute the Job at the scheduled time, and at the specified recurrence.
