	S10.2 VoteCal must provide the ability for SOS administrators to establish one or more basis for matching data in a registration record field, including (where applicable):

· Soundex match (or alternative method based on phonetic pronunciation);

· "Smartnames" match based on common variations of First Name established by SOS administrators (e.g., Robert = Bob, Bobby, Rob);

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is for a user to configure variants of first names which would be considered “matches” in VoteCal Application searches. Examples of this would be common nicknames, such as “Bob” for “Robert”.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Administration section of the system and selects “Configure Smart Names List”.

2. System presents UI05.xxx Configure Smart Names List screen.  
3. The screen contains controls that allow the user to configure VoteCal smart name associations.  

4. User has the option of adding new settings or modifying existing settings. User selects “Add” command to add a new smart name associations. 
5. System presents UI05.xxx Add/Edit Smart Name with the following Smart Name fields (* required): 

· Full First Name* 

· Alternative First Name* 

· Status* – Active or Inactive (Inactive smart names will not be referenced in searches) 

6. User enters information and saves changes.  
7. System validates that no business rules are violated and applies the changes.

7.1. A new Smart Name Record will be added to the Smart Name table. 

8. System presents message confirming success, then refreshes list of Smart Names. 
9. If user needs to modify another Smart Name Record, go back to Step 4 or 4a. 
10. The use case ends when no additional changes need to be made.
