T13.7 VoteCal must provide a general-purpose report writer that allows authorized users on an ad hoc basis to extract data from the VoteCal database and create formatted reports using the extracted data with user-defined sort criteria, filters, and subtotal/totals. (NOTE: a third party report writer to supplement any capabilities that are internal to the voter registration and election management software is acceptable). 

T13.8 The ad hoc report writer tool must present logical, pre-defined views on the data such that users can generate reports without understanding of the underlying technical data structure.

T13.9 The ad hoc report writer tool must allow authorized users to save custom defined reports for later re-use.

	Description:
	The purpose of this use case is to provide a user the capability to produce an ad-hoc report, if an existing report does not exist or meet the business needs, displaying VoteCal data.

	Actors:
	SOS User, County User

	Trigger:
	A user wishes to create a report containing data that cannot be found in an already existing report.

	System:
	Microsoft Visual Studio or SQL Reporting Services Web Interface


	Preconditions:

	· User has appropriate permission to create new reports.
· User has appropriate permission to access the desired data.

	Post conditions:
	· A new report exists that is defined to the user’s specifications.  This report can now be accessed at any time.

	Normal Flow:
	1. User opens the report builder application.

2. System presents list of report templates that user has access to modify.

3. User chooses to create a new report template.

4. System presents the report designer screen with an empty report template.  Pre-defined data sources, views and other objects available for report building are also presented to the user.

5. User designs the report template according to his specifications and saves the template.  This includes activities such as:
5.1. Selecting data fields.
5.2. Creating a template for the layout of the selected data fields.
5.3. Defining sorting and filtering criteria.
6. System stores a draft of the user’s template.

7. User tests the report according the appropriate policies and procedures.  Upon success, the user publishes the template.


8. System makes the template available for report creation by others.
