	Normal Flow:
	1. User accesses the Survey section of the application.
2. System presents UI09.xxx Survey Management screen. 

2.1. System retrieves all ROR Survey records and presents them to the user.

3. User selects the “Open ROR Survey” command.

4. System presents UI09.xxx Open ROR Survey screen. 

5. User enters ROR Survey information, including (* required):
· ROR Date* – the date of the ROR

· Survey Title* – a brief description of the survey 
· Survey Status
* – Open (default) or Closed
· Survey Due Date – a due date for counties to submit their responses 
· Comments – more detailed information about the survey

6. User selects the “Save” command to create the survey.
6.1. System validates that no business rules are violated, and then stores data
.

6.2. System creates the ROR Survey record with the ROR Date, title, status, comments, etc.

6.3. System initializes each county record to “Entry Not Completed”. 
7. System presents message confirming success
